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his paper examines the behavior of US military allies — Australia,
India, and Japan — tasked with ,containing® China through the
Quadrilateral Security Dialogue (QUAD). The study demonstrates how
shifting interdependencies influence regional perceptions of US-led se-
curity initiatives and foster independent security relationships. Despite
the US's Cold War-style containment efforts, QUAD members are reluc-
tant to fully embrace the US’s hard power strategy. Such a reluctance
stems from multivector fears of both the US and China challenging their
hegemony. The study argues that the US exploits post-truth myths and
illogical arguments to rally support against China, such as framing China
as a “malign” threat to regional security. The re-election of Donald Trump
in 2024 has heightened interest in the Indo-Pacific and QUAD dynamics,
with intensified US commitments in the region. Exploring three potential
security scenarios — new balance of power, a cohesive US Indo-Pacific
strategy, and a desperate Western response — this paper sheds a light
on potential developments in the region.
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An increased interest in the Indo-Pacific and Cold
War — like China containment

This study addresses a key question posed by recent scholarship: why, despite its
re-establishment, has the Quadrilateral Security Dialogue (herewith QUAD or Quad)
cooperation depth and impact remained constrained? This debate has been further
invigorated by the formation of AUKUS in 2021, a newer security pact between Aus-
tralia, the UK and the US, raising questions about its role as a potentially more as-
sertive alternative to QUAD (Zarrar and Gichki, 2022). For the US allies who support
the Indo-Pacific strategy, AUKUS has introduced complexities, as these allies remain
cautious about fully endorsing a hardline stance against China. This manuscript pro-
poses that Trump’s first mandate’s Indo-Pacific policy was a reactive, ad hoc response
to perceived threats, rather than a cohesive and strategic plan. Thus, the analysis
explores the revival of the QUAD and the Indo-Pacific concept under Trump’s first
presidency, identifying the underlying factors shaping US and regional partners’ strat-
egies. Through analyzing the QUAD's evolution since its 2017 resurgence, the study
evaluates the gains and limitations of the US balancing strategy toward China in the
Indo-Pacific.

The election of Donald Trump in 2016 marked a significant shift in global politics,
particularly with regard to the US-China relationship. Trump‘s administration adopted
a far more assertive stance toward China, contrasting with prior approaches (Med-
calf, 2020). This shift was underscored by strategic security measures and policies,
drawing the attention of scholars to the implications of this hardline approach. Once
in office, Trump pursued a forceful Asia-Pacific agenda, prioritizing China as a central
geopolitical concern (Li, 2017). Mirroring the bipolar competition between the US and
the Soviet Union, the administration engaged in a strategy reminiscent of Cold War-
era containment, casting China as an emerging adversary from the Far East. Howev-
er, this approach — aimed at counterbalancing China’‘s influence — faces substantial
challenges amid shifting geopolitical realities. The Quadrilateral Security Dialogue,
encompassing the USA, Australia, Japan, and India, emerged as a critical instrument
in this strategy, revived under Trump’s first term to counterbalance China’s regional
power, especially in security affairs.

The study covers Trump’s first presidential term commencing January 2017 to
January 2021, during which the QUAD re-emerged as a pivotal regional framework.
The structure of this article is as follows: first, author analyzes the QUAD as an ,inno-
vative“ military alignment in modern international relations, interpreting it as a strategic
response to security concerns in the Indo-Pacific. This section evaluates Trump’s first
Indo-Pacific strategy. Next, the focus moves on Australia, India, and Japan, exam-
ining each country’s unique role in the QUAD. Their relative geographic proximity,
economic interdependencies, and security ties with both the USA and China place
them in complex positions as they navigate pressures to balance against China while
maintaining critical relationships with Beijing. Lastly, author discusses three potential
scenarios for the region of Indo-Pacific in the next several years.
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Revitalization of QUAD — a pivotal issue of
Trump’s Indo-Pacific policy?

The first significant revival of the QUAD occurred during the Trump administration,
which adopted a more assertive stance towards China. Unlike previous US policies
that balanced engagement with competition, Trump’s approach marked a clear shift
towards viewing China as a direct threat to U.S. national interests and Indo-Pacific
stability (US DoD, 2019). This recalibration positioned the QUAD as a cornerstone
of the US strategy to counterbalance China’‘s influence. QUAD can be defined as a
strategic forum comprising four nations: the United States, Australia, India, and Ja-
pan (Wei, 2024). This informal alliance has emerged as a significant geopolitical ar-
rangement in the Indo-Pacific region, aimed at promoting a free, open, and inclusive
Indo-Pacific (Madan, 2022).

The Quad’s origins can be traced back to the 2004 Indian Ocean tsunami, when
the four nations coordinated their relief efforts (Jaishankar, 2023). However, it was not
until 2007 that the Quad held its first informal meeting, largely driven by Japanese
Prime Minister Shinzo Abe's vision of an ,Arc of Freedom and Prosperity“ (Cannon &
Rossiter, 2022). Despite this initial momentum, the Quad's activities were suspended
in 2008 due to various factors, including concerns about China’‘s reactions (Cannon
& Rossiter, 2022). The Quad was revived in 2017 amidst growing concerns about
China's assertive behavior in the region. Since then, it has gradually evolved from a
loose grouping to a more structured forum, with ministerial-level meetings and, as of
2021, leader-level summits. The Quad's revival reflects a shared recognition among
its members of the need for a more proactive approach to regional challenges, par-
ticularly those posed by China’s rising influence.

Unlike traditional alliances such as NATO, the Quad operates without a formal
treaty, centralized bureaucracy, or binding commitments. This flexibility enables the
Quad to adapt its agenda to a wide range of issues — including maritime security,
emerging technologies, climate change, cyber security, infrastructure development,
and COVID-19 vaccine distribution — while maintaining strategic ambiguity and reduc-
ing concerns about overtly antagonizing China (Li, 2017). All three key US allies within
the QUAD are, to varying degrees, dependent on the influence of the political West.
Despite this, they, particularly India, exhibit a hedging strategy that involves balancing
between their primary partners, resembling the theoretical postulates of hedging (Me-
deiros, 2005). This approach is particularly notable in the context of foreign policy in-
surance, as these states seek to maximize their security options without firmly aligning
with a single power. Ciorciari and Haacke (2019) argue that hedging is distinct from
,obtaining insurance”. While insurance is structured to activate under specific condi-
tions, similar to formal military alliances, hedging focuses on managing risks associat-
ed with potential threats. Protective measures associated with hedging do not involve
firm security guarantees, offering flexibility in addressing emerging risks. When direct
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threats arise, states must either confront or accommodate the threat source, a choice
distinct from maintaining flexible options for future risks (Ciorciari & Haacke, 2019).

Given the lack of a formalized agreement, each Quad member contributes unique
strengths: the U.S. provides strategic leadership and military capacity, Japan offers
economic resources and technology, Australia adds diplomatic leverage, and India
brings both economic and military power with its critical position in the Indian Ocean
(Wei, 2024). However, balancing these diverse priorities poses challenges, especially
in managing relations with China and proving the Quad'’s relevance to regional part-
ners hesitant to choose sides between the U.S. and China.

The US renaming its Asia Pacific Command to Indo-Pacific Command in 2018
underscored a strategic focus on countering China‘s expanding influence, which U.S.
defense reports continue to highlight as a major security concern. These factors sug-
gest that U.S. policy in the region functions as a form of ,security theater”, symbolically
addressing China’s rise while maintaining regional influence (Li, 2017). Under Trump,
the QUAD evolved into a strategic coalition emphasizing a ,free and open Indo-Pacif-
ic“, with extensive joint exercises like Malabar and strengthened defense ties, particu-
larly with India through agreements such as the Communications Compatibility and
Security Agreement (COMCASA). These moves underscored a unified stance against
China’s assertiveness.

Economically, the Trump administration pursued decoupling from Chinese supply
chains, initiating the US-China trade war and promoting alternatives like the Blue Dot
Network to counter Beijing’s Belt and Road Initiative. Trump's framing of China as
an authoritarian threat to democratic values intensified ideological tensions, aligning
QUAD efforts with broader U.S. strategic interests (Wei, 2024). This confrontational
approach redefined the QUAD as a critical pillar in maintaining regional stability and
asserting U.S. influence in the Indo-Pacific.

In 2019, the US Department of Defense issued the Indo-Pacific Strategy Report:
Preparedness, Partnerships, and Promoting a Networked Region, emphasizing the
U.S.s historical ties to the region and aligning with the diplomatic vision for a Free and
Open Indo-Pacific (US DoD, 2019). The report identified China as a revisionist power
and Russia as a ,revitalized malign actor (US DoD, 2019). It also described North
Korea as a ,rogue state“, using terminology reminiscent of the unipolar era, when US
narratives often framed non-Western foreign policies in pejorative terms.

Both the Trump and Biden administrations have acknowledged the challenges
posed by China’s expanding military and economic presence in the Indo-Pacific. Chi-
na‘s accelerated military modernization, particularly its naval expansion, has raised
concerns over freedom of navigation in key maritime routes, a priority for both admin-
istrations. However, each administration has approached this challenge differently:
Trump emphasized military deterrence through the QUAD, while Biden has promoted
a mix of diplomatic engagement and strategic deterrence, balancing assertiveness
with cooperation.
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The QUAD transcended both Trump and Biden’s administration, and in September
2024, its leaders issued a joint statement reaffirming their commitment to a free and
open Indo-Pacific (PM Office Australia, 2024). This summit marked a significant mile-
stone, reflecting enhanced strategic alignment among member nations. The leaders
condemned actions threatening regional peace and highlighted collaborative efforts in
health security, infrastructure development, and climate resilience (PM Office Austral-
ia, 2024). Earlier, in July 2024, QUAD Foreign Ministers convened in Tokyo to discuss
ongoing initiatives and reaffirm their commitment to enhancing regional resilience and
prosperity. Australia announced the establishment of the Cable Connectivity and Re-
silience Centre, further strengthening the Quad's focus on regional infrastructure and
security (PM Office Australia, 2024).

Betrayed promises for Australia, Indian hedging
journey, and (re)tired Japan — motives
for participation in QUAD

In international relations, states often pursue diverse strategies to maintain or en-
hance their strategic autonomy. Realist theory suggests aligning with the most pow-
erful actor to ensure security, while liberalism emphasizes ideational factors, such as
shared political values and institutional cooperation. However, the alignment of Quad
members goes beyond these traditional frameworks, representing a unique geopo-
litical strategy focused on containing China. This also raises the question of whether
certain events, such as the war in Ukraine, are driven by geopolitics itself as a main
variable, as some authors suggest (Dokmanovi¢, 2024). What factors drove these
countries to shift from more cautious engagement strategies to a collective security
framework? Australia, India, and Japan are driven by growing concerns over China’s
assertive behavior in the Indo-Pacific region. China's rise as a military and economic
power presents significant challenges to regional stability and the existing rules-based
order (Korolev, 2023). Australia views China’s influence as a direct threat to its national
security and economic interests, prompting a shift from hedging to a clearer alignment
with the United States (Wei, 2022). India perceives China’s territorial ambitions and
military coercion as immediate threats, while Japan’s motivation is rooted in histori-
cal grievances and ongoing territorial disputes with China (Vijaya, 2021). During the
Trump first administration (2017-2021), Australia’s foreign policy underwent significant
scrutiny, particularly regarding its hedging strategy between the United States and
China. Historically, Australia maintained a delicate balance, fostering strong economic
ties with China while aligning its security policies with the USA (Lee, 2020). However,
the Trump presidency introduced heightened uncertainty and volatility in international
relations, compelling Canberra to reassess its approach. The Trump administration's
LAmerica First“ policy emphasized national interests over traditional alliances, creat-
ing apprehension in Australia about the reliability of US commitments (Chan, 2019).
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This shift prompted Australian leaders to contemplate a more pronounced alignment
with the U.S. while managing the risks associated with China's growing influence in
the Indo-Pacific region. The deterioration of Australia-China relations during this pe-
riod, marked by trade disputes and diplomatic tensions, further complicated Canber-
ra‘s strategic calculus (Fortier & Massie, 2023). Australia’s engagement in the Quad
was partly a response to these geopolitical shifts (Chan, 2019). The Quad aimed
to enhance regional security and counterbalance China's assertiveness (Eisentraut
& Gaens, 2018). However, Australia‘s participation reflected a cautious approach;
while it sought to strengthen ties with its allies, it was also mindful of maintaining
economic relations with China, which remained a crucial trading partner. The Trump
administration's approach to international trade introduced additional complexities.
The potential for trade wars and increased tariffs under Trump's leadership raised
concerns about Australia’s economic stability. As a nation heavily reliant on exports,
particularly commodities to China, Australia faced the dual challenge of navigating US
protectionism while sustaining its economic interests (Chan, 2019). There have been
some significant scholarly disputes that argue that joining QUAD was not in Austral-
ia’s national interest (Raby, 2017). Participation within the QUAD is seen as “the key
pillar of Australia‘s Indo-Pacific agenda” (Australian MFA, 2021). Moreover, Trump's
unpredictable foreign policy style led to anxieties regarding long-term commitments
to alliances like AUKUS - the trilateral security pact established later in 2021 — which
was seen as essential for bolstering Australia’s defense capabilities against regional
threats (Siow, 2024).

On another hand, India’s motivations for joining the Quadrilateral Security Dia-
logue are rooted in a blend of strategic imperatives aimed at countering China’s re-
gional influence, enhancing maritime security, advancing economic and technological
cooperation, elevating India’s global status, and carefully managing complex regional
relations. India’s primary concern has been to counterbalance China’s assertiveness
in the Indo-Pacific, particularly given the BRI and expanded naval presence, which
raise fears of strategic encirclement. By aligning with the United States, Japan, and
Australia, India aims to establish a strategic counterweight to China’s influence and
ensure stability in the region (Jaishankar, 2023). Securing freedom of navigation is
also critical, as 95% of India’s trade relies on sea routes (Jaishankar, 2023); the QUAD
provides a framework for safeguarding these routes through initiatives like the In-
do-Pacific Maritime Domain Awareness (IPMDA) partnership, addressing challenges
like illegal fishing and piracy. Furthermore, the QUAD offers India access to advanced
technologies in fields such as artificial intelligence and biotechnology, strengthening
India’s technological base and complementing national effors (Roy-Chaudhury & De
Estrada, 2018). In economic terms, the Indo-Pacific Economic Framework presents
an alternative to China-centric trade, enabling India to diversify its partnerships and
bolster economic resilience. Geopolitically, India views the QUAD as a platform to
elevate its standing in regional and global affairs, positioning itself as a leading power
committed to a rules-based order in the Indo-Pacific (Grossman, 2018). Importantly,
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India’s approach to the QUAD reflects its commitment to strategic autonomy, distin-
guishing it from security-centric alliances like AUKUS and allowing India to engage
on issues such as climate change, health, and technology without fully aligning in a
military pact. Nonetheless, India faces challenges in managing its relationship with
China, as it is the only QUAD member with a contested land border with China, which
requires a delicate balancing act to avoid military escalation while demonstrating its
commitment to regional stability. In this sense, India’s participation in the QUAD repre-
sents a pragmatic strategy that addresses its immediate security concerns with China
while advancing its aspirations as a key player in the Indo-Pacific.

Grossman (2018) argues that India is the weakest link in the QUAD due to its
wavering commitment to the group’s objectives, which are aimed at countering Chi-
na’s influence in the Indo-Pacific region. He highlights several indicators of India’s
ambivalence, including its reluctance to fully engage in Quad military exercises, such
as its rejection of Australia’s participation in Malabar, and its hesitance to openly crit-
icize China’s actions during the Shangri-La Dialogue held during 2018 (Grossman,
2018). Additionally, Grossman (2018) notes that India’s diplomatic moves, such as its
strong re-engagement with China after the Wuhan summit and its participation in the
Shanghai Cooperation Organization, demonstrate New Delhi’s inclination to prioritize
bilateral stability with China over Quad cohesion. This is further complicated by India’s
historical nonalignment and its need to balance economic and strategic interests with
China, which could eventually lead to India exiting the Quad to avoid antagonizing
China.

India’s perception of the QUAD and AUKUS, along with its security relations with
the United States, is shaped by its strategic interests and cautious approach to in-
ternational alliances. While India downplays the relevance of AUKUS to the Quad, it
cannot ignore the defense pact’s implications for the region, particularly in countering
China’s growing influence (Miller, 2021). The Quad, initially conceived to safeguard
regional norms, has evolved into a platform for balancing China’s rise, but India is
wary of formalizing it as an anti-China alliance, maintaining its preference for strategic
autonomy (Miller, 2021). Despite concerns over China, India hesitates to fully align
with US-led initiatives due to its economic ties with China and its reluctance to depend
too heavily on the US for security (Miller, 2021). India’s wariness stems from historical
tensions and the need for flexibility in its foreign policy (Miller, 2021). While the US-In-
dia security partnership has strengthened, especially through defense agreements
like Logistics Exchange Memorandum of Agreement (LEMOA) and COMCASA, India
remains cautious about committing to binding security arrangements (Miller, 2021).
The AUKUS pact, while primarily focused on military cooperation between the US,
Australia, and the UK, underscores India’s dilemma in balancing its economic ties with
China and its need to counter China’s regional ambitions (Miller, 2021). India’s stra-
tegic calculations involve navigating its complex relationships with both the US and
China, aiming to maintain regional stability while preserving its diplomatic flexibility
and autonomy (Miller, 2021).
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Unlike the unsteady preferences of Australia and India, between 2017 and 2021,
Japan's relationship with the QUAD intensified as Tokyo aligned its foreign policy
with the Trump administration’s Indo-Pacific objectives. Japan aimed to counterbal-
ance China’‘s growing influence, particularly as Trump’s “Free and Open Indo-Pacific”
(FOIP) strategy closely mirrored Japan'’s goals of promoting freedom of navigation
and adherence to international law. Japan viewed the Quad as a crucial avenue to en-
hance security cooperation with like-minded nations and to economically counter Chi-
na’s Belt and Road Initiative (Ford, 2020, Lopez & Pelegrin, 2018). Japan’s approach
to Quad membership also reflected a broader hedging strategy. While collaborating
on security and economic fronts within the Quad, Japan avoided direct confronta-
tion with China by maintaining diplomatic and economic engagement. This approach
allowed Tokyo to adapt to the polarized environment created by Trump’s confronta-
tional policies, including trade disputes and assertive posturing toward China (Van
der Hoeven, 2024). The Quad thus enabled Japan to manage its strategic interests
without jeopardizing relations with Beijing, even as regional security tensions rose.
The US-Japan alliance remained central to Japan’s Quad engagement, with Trump’s
administration advocating collective security among Quad nations to address Chi-
na’s regional ambitions. However, Trump’s “America First” policy occasionally strained
the alliance. Criticisms of Japan’s financial contributions to US military presence cre-
ated uncertainty about US commitment, prompting Japan to consider expanding its
security partnerships (Ford, 2020). Despite these challenges, formalized ministeri-
al meetings among Quad members during Trump’s tenure marked an advancement
in coordinated security measures, including maritime security and counterterrorism
initiatives. Japan’s deepening involvement in the Quad has significant implications
for its regional strategy since the Quad’s development under Trump contributed to
increasing tensions with China, as the alliance’s anti-China posture became more
pronounced. Some scholars claim that Japan benefits strategically from strengthened
ties with other democracies but must continue to carefully balance its relationship with
China (Ford, 2020).

Strategic ambiguity and future security scenarios in
the Indo-Pacific

With Donald Trump winning the 2024 presidential election, it becomes crucial to
reassess his previous administration‘s efforts in containing China, particularly through
the QUAD framework. The QUAD illustrates both the potential and limitations of the
US-led security architecture in the Indo-Pacific. It brings together like-minded nations
with shared concerns over China’s influence, the platform’s effectiveness remains con-
strained by economic interdependence and varying national security priorities among
its members. Strategic ambivalence observed among QUAD members underscores
the complexities of the Indo-Pacific security landscape and highlights the challenges
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inherent in US-led containment efforts. While the Trump administration’s hard power
approach mobilized immediate security collaboration, its confrontational stance risked
alienating allies who value strategic autonomy. Conversely, Biden’s diplomatic and
multilateral approach, though more accommodating of regional sensitivities, faces its
own set of challenges, particularly in sustaining a unified stance against China in the
face of diverse economic and security interests among QUAD members.

According to Yusuf Unjhawala (2018), the QUAD is unlikely to evolve into an
LAsian NATO* for several reasons. Primarily, the grouping is driven by countries most
affected by China’s rise who remain uncertain about the United States’ long-term com-
mitment to the region despite its membership in the QUAD. Furthermore, even Japan
and Australia, both treaty allies of the US (Unjhawala, 2018) have reservations about
fully trusting its security guarantees. The author presents two additional reasons why
the revitalized QUAD in 2017 was unlikely to transform into a traditional military al-
liance. First, the establishment of a NATO-style Article 5 mutual defense clause ap-
pears improbable, as the United States is increasingly perceived as an unreliable ally
(Unjhawala, 2018). Moreover, none of the QUAD member states are likely to engage
militarily on behalf of one another; for instance, Japan is unlikely to intervene in sup-
port of India in the event of a conflict with China, and vice versa. However, enhanced
collaboration in areas such as arms supply, intelligence sharing, diplomatic pressure,
and strategic posturing remains plausible. Second, Unjhawala claims that (2018) the
QUAD’s primary objective is to maintain open and secure sea lanes in the Indo-Pa-
cific, fostering an inclusive and prosperous regional order, which does not necessi-
tate a NATO-style military framework. Nonetheless, the United States, as the world‘s
preeminent power, is indispensable for ensuring an effective, rules-based order in
the region. The other QUAD members, individually or collectively, lack the capacity to
shape Indo-Pacific dynamics without U.S. involvement.

Based on the current geopolitical landscape, the latest developments suggest
three potential scenarios. One such scenario envisions a shifting balance of power,
where the international system moves toward a form of tripolarity, with the United
States and China as the primary global powers, while the Russian Federation, despite
its economic and military constraints, continues to play a significant role in shaping
regional security dynamics. While Russia lacks the economic leverage and long-term
growth potential of China, its strategic position, military capabilities, and influence in
key regions such as Eastern Europe, the Arctic, and parts of the Middle East ensure
that it remains an important actor. This configuration would see China consolidating
dominance over Eurasia’s rimland, as Miti¢ (2022) suggests. This author claims China
recalibrates its diplomatic strategy, integrating its growing global influence while main-
taining its core principle of non-interference (Miti¢, 2022). At the same time, the United
States would maintain influence over the Indo-Pacific, and Russia exerting control
over the Heartland — aligning with Spykman’s Heartland theory. However, the extent
to which Russia can sustain its position as a key power remains contested, particularly
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in light of its ongoing conflict in Ukraine. In this evolving context, the role of QUAD as
a security actor in the Indo-Pacific may become increasingly relevant (Madan, 2022).

Another possible rationale for the Indo-Pacific regional stability would be a co-
herent US strategy to maintain “hard” unipolarity as it possessed at the beginning
of the XXI century. This uniqueness is evident in the United States’ determination to
assert hegemony and efforts to “draw closer” to China's geographical reach and the
South China Sea. The issue is the People‘s Republic of China’s increasing military as-
sertiveness and never-before-seen readiness to defend declared interests in Taiwan,
as well as other areas such as the Malay Sea (Malaca dilemma). The last possible
answer to the current events in the Indo-Pacific region could be established through
the West’s desperate response. According to this alternate argument, the West, led
by the United States, is going to be simply unable to devise a suitable strategy for the
upcoming security shifts in Eastern Asia. There is a complete absence of strategic
planning and a ,lack of optimism* in the West for an unforeseen competitor in the
international relations system. The issue is the amorphous and undefined division of
the international system’s primary player, which can lead to the system’s collapse and
the domino effect.

The future trajectory of the QUAD will be shaped by these evolving scenarios.
Whether the QUAD becomes a more cohesive, strategic alliance or a platform for
regional collaboration will depend on how it navigates the complex geopolitical terrain.
The US’s ability to balance hard power with multilateral diplomacy, alongside the stra-
tegic interests of its partners, will be key in determining the effectiveness of the QUAD
as a counterbalance to China. Its future success hinges on its adaptability, both in the
face of China’s rise and in maintaining a sustainable, inclusive approach to region-
al security that accommodates the diverse interests of its member nations. The first
envisions a tripolar world, where the US, China, and Russia shape global dynamics,
and the QUAD's role will focus more on regional security amid complex geopolitical
competition. The second scenario highlights a US-driven unipolar Indo-Pacific, where
the QUAD supports US dominance but risks alienating members seeking strategic au-
tonomy. The third scenario suggests a fractured Western response, where the QUAD
may struggle to maintain coherence and effectiveness if the US and its allies fail to
align on a clear strategy. Ultimately, the QUAD’s success will depend on its adaptabil-
ity to these shifting dynamics and the diverse interests of its members.

A new chance for Donald Trump? Perspectives of the

US-China containment policy
In examining the revitalization of the Quadrilateral Security Dialogue and the
evolution of the Indo-Pacific security landscape within the broader context of US-China

geopolitical competition, this study highlighted a pivotal shift in regional alliances,
security dynamics, and the projection of American influence. By analyzing the policies
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and strategic frameworks adopted by the first Trump’s administration and motivations
of the three partners of the USA to join the Quadrilateral Dialogue, it becomes clear
that while the US has consistently prioritized containment and counterbalancing
measures against China, each administration approached these goals through
distinct methodologies shaped by varying emphases on military alignment, economic
resilience, ideological framing, and coalition-building. The Indo-Pacific landscape has
consequently transformed into a complex arena of various partnerships and nuanced
strategic postures that reflect not only the United States’ evolving stance on China
but also the distinct strategic calculations of QUAD member states amid a multipolar
world order, which is why quasi-alliances will persist in this region (Kliem, 2020)

The QUAD'’s re-emergence during the first Trump administration was characterized
by a forceful, almost unilateral approach, prioritizing hard power and direct
competition with China. Trump’s approach was defined by its aggressive rhetoric,
a clear commitment to traditional military alliances, and an attempt to encourage
economic decoupling from China among allies. The administration‘s depiction of
China as an authoritarian threat to both US interests and regional stability provided
a persuasive basis for the intensification of QUAD activities and exercises. Analysis
exposed in this paper has demonstrated that notion of a “free and open Indo-Pacific”
promoted by Trump — has served as an ideological counterpoint to China’s economic
dominance and strategic ambitions, especially with regard to the BRI and China’s
expanding military influence in the South China Sea. By encouraging joint military
exercises, such as the Malabar drills, and establishing interoperability frameworks
like the Communications Compatibility and Security Agreement with India, the Trump
administration laid a foundation for enhanced QUAD cooperation, which positioned
the alliance as a bulwark against China’s rise.

However, Trump‘s confrontational and economically isolationist policies created
both strengths and limitations within the QUAD framework. While military collabora-
tions were intensified, the focus on decoupling from China economically was not uni-
formly adopted by the QUAD members, reflecting their economic interdependencies
with Beijing. For instance, India and Japan, while wary of China‘s regional ambitions,
continue to maintain robust economic ties with China, underscoring their reluctance
to fully endorse an aggressive decoupling strategy. Similarly, Australia’s decision to
reinforce its trade ties with China, despite occasional diplomatic tensions, highlights
the inherent complexities within the QUAD alliance (Fortier & Massie, 2023). Thus, al-
though the Trump administration successfully positioned the QUAD as a central pillar
in its Indo-Pacific strategy, its confrontational stance and focus on economic decou-
pling risked alienating key partners who were reluctant to compromise their economic
stability for ideological or security commitments.

Contrary to that, under Biden, the US strategy emphasizes multilateralism, using
both QUAD and AUKUS alliances to counterbalance China’s influence with a layered
security structure. Biden expanded QUAD’s focus beyond military goals to include
climate, health, and technology cooperation, which aligns with the economic and
diplomatic needs of member states. AUKUS, with its emphasis on advanced defense
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technology for Australia, complements QUAD's broader, non-military initiatives.
Biden’s policy respects QUAD members‘ economic ties to China, prioritizing resilience
over decoupling to create a sustainable security and economic framework. Warren
and Hunt (2024) argue that a return of Donald Trump to the US presidency could
destabilize the emerging Indo-Pacific security framework, particularly the Quad and
AUKUS initiatives. They note that Trump’s first term was marked by foreign policy
inconsistency and a dismissive stance toward multilateralism, which disrupted
cohesive alliances. A second Trump term, they suggest, might similarly impede Quad's
technological and maritime security cooperation and AUKUS's nuclear-powered
submarine program, both of which require stable U.S. commitment. Warren and Hunt
contend that Indo-Pacific countries may need to bolster resilience in their alliances
against an uncertain U.S. leadership (Warren & Hunt, 2024).

Van der Hoeven (2024) similarly discusses the challenges a Trump return could
pose for the Quad, focusing on the potential strain on U.S.-Australia relations within
the alliance. Van der Hoeven argues that Trump’s unilateral tendencies could weaken
Quad’s cohesion, as Trump may prioritize US-China trade goals over regional secu-
rity. Furthermore, van der Hoeven warns that diminished US support could hinder
Quad’s strategic advances, leaving member countries to reassess their commitment
or seek alternative security partnerships to counterbalance China’s influence in the
Indo-Pacific (van der Hoeven, 2024).

Conclusion

The revitalization of the QUAD under the first Trump administration marked a sig-
nificant shift in US foreign policy towards the Indo-Pacific, particularly in the context of
US-China geopolitical competition. This study has demonstrated that, despite efforts
to consolidate the QUAD as a security framework, its impact remains constrained by
the diverging strategic priorities of its member states. While the first Trump’s admin-
istration pursued a confrontational strategy aimed at containing China’s influence,
QUAD members exhibited varying levels of commitment, shaped by their respective
economic and security interests. One of the key findings of this study is that the US
vision for the QUAD during Trump’s first term was largely driven by hard-power con-
tainment strategies reminiscent of Cold War-era geopolitics. This approach sought to
establish the QUAD as a counterweight to China’s military and economic expansion,
yet the reluctance of member states to fully embrace this framework has limited its
effectiveness. Australia’s deep economic ties with China, India’s hedging strategy, and
Japan’s careful diplomatic balancing reflect the challenges of aligning QUAD mem-
bers within a unified strategic framework. Consequently, while QUAD has served as
a mechanism for security cooperation and diplomatic signaling, it has not yet evolved
into a formal military alliance akin to NATO. Another important conclusion is that the
Trump administration’s approach emphasized short-term military and economic coun-
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termeasures rather than a cohesive long-term Indo-Pacific strategy. Initiatives such as
the renaming of the Pacific Command to the Indo-Pacific Command, and increased
military exercises highlighted the administration’s prioritization of security over dip-
lomatic and economic multilateralism. However, the limited institutionalization of the
QUAD has left it vulnerable to shifts in political leadership, as evidenced by the differ-
ences in approach between the Trump and Biden administrations.

Moreover, this study underscored the role of strategic ambiguity within the QUAD
framework. The absence of a formal treaty allows members to engage in issue-based
cooperation while maintaining flexibility in their broader foreign policies. However, this
ambiguity also weakens the alliance’s ability to function as a credible deterrent against
China’s growing regional assertiveness. The study finds that QUAD’s effectiveness
will ultimately depend on its ability to navigate member states’ economic dependen-
cies on China while maintaining credible security commitments.

Given the evolving nature of Indo-Pacific security dynamics, several avenues for
future research emerge from this study, including comparative analyses of QUAD with
other regional security frameworks, the impact of Trump’s 2024 reelection, econom-
ic interdependencies, military and technological cooperation, regional perceptions of
QUAD, and China’s counterstrategies. This study affirmed that the QUAD’s revitali-
zation under Trump’s first administration represented a significant yet incomplete ef-
fort to counterbalance China’s rise. Its long-term viability as a security framework will
depend on its ability to reconcile member states’ strategic priorities while adapting to
shifting geopolitical realities. Future research should continue to analyze the evolving
role of the QUAD within the broader Indo-Pacific security architecture and its implica-
tions for regional stability.
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Summary

he revitalization of the Quadrilateral Security Dialogue (QUAD) during the
Trump administration marked a significant shift in U.S. foreign policy towards
China and the broader Indo-Pacific region. Under President Trump, the U.S. adopted
a more assertive stance on China, viewing it as a direct threat to both national inter-
ests and regional stability. This recalibration positioned the QUAD — comprising the
United States, Australia, India, and Japan — as a key component of U.S. strategy to
counterbalance China’s growing influence in the region. The QUAD, initially conceived
in the aftermath of the 2004 Indian Ocean tsunami, gained momentum in 2007 before
its activities were suspended due to concerns over China's reactions. lts revival in
2017, driven by shared concerns about China’s assertiveness, marked a shift towards
a more structured forum that evolved through regular ministerial meetings and, by
2021, leader-level summits.
The QUAD operates without a formal treaty, providing flexibility to address a broad
range of issues such as maritime security, climate change, emerging technologies,
and infrastructure development, while maintaining strategic ambiguity to avoid overt
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antagonism towards China. This informal framework allows each member state to con-
tribute unique strengths: the U.S. provides military leadership, Japan offers economic
and technological resources, Australia brings diplomatic leverage, and India contributes
economic and military power, particularly in the Indian Ocean. Despite these contribu-
tions, managing divergent priorities and maintaining relevance in the face of China’s
growing influence remains challenging.

The Trump administration’s approach to the Indo-Pacific was characterized by a fo-
cus on countering China’s military and economic rise, particularly through initiatives like
the Blue Dot Network, which offered an alternative to China’s Belt and Road Initiative.
The administration also emphasized military deterrence through the QUAD, alongside
joint exercises and strengthened defense ties, especially with India. These moves re-
defined the QUAD as a pillar of U.S. strategy to assert influence and maintain regional
stability.

While the Trump administration’s confrontational stance sought to solidify U.S. alli-
ances, it also prompted concerns, particularly within Australia and India, regarding their
strategic autonomy and economic interests. Australia, historically balancing its security
ties with the U.S. and economic relations with China, found itself navigating heightened
tensions during the Trump era. India, motivated by concerns over China’s territorial am-
bitions and military expansion, sought to counterbalance China’s influence in the region
while advancing its own global status. Despite these motivations, India’s commitment
to the QUAD remains marked by strategic ambivalence, balancing security cooperation
with a desire for greater autonomy.

The QUAD’s evolution, particularly under the Trump administration, reflects broader
geopolitical shifts in the Indo-Pacific, as member states adjust their strategies in re-
sponse to China’s growing power. However, as both the Trump and Biden administra-
tions have acknowledged, sustaining unity within the QUAD presents significant chal-
lenges due to differing economic and security priorities. The group’s future trajectory
remains uncertain, with some scholars suggesting that the QUAD is unlikely to evolve
into a formal military alliance akin to NATO, due to the member states’ reluctance to fully
commit to mutual defense obligations and concerns about the U.S."s long-term commit-
ment to the region. Despite these challenges, the QUAD remains a vital strategic forum
in the Indo-Pacific, embodying a collective response to China’s rise while navigating the
complex dynamics of regional power politics.
